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(1) Classification of the products to be procured : 20



(2) Nature and quantity of the products to be rent : Research vessel 1 Set

(4) Basic requirements of the procurement :

A The hull shall be less than 20 gross tons, of aluminum alloy, with a
navigational area of small fishing boat class 1, and navigational conditions
[imited to waters within 20 nautical miles from the coast of Japan.

B The maximum sailing speed shall be 30 knots or more and the maximum number
of persons on board shall be 41.

D The ship’s speed shall be easily controllable from high speed to low speed
during operation, and sufficient consideration shall be given to facilitate
operational tests, observations, practical training, and research work during
drifting, fixed point keeping, and low speed navigation.

E A laboratory of about 2.00 m shall be available for freshwater and
seawater use.

F The vessel shall be equipped with comfortable and sanitary facilities to
withstand long voyages, and the living quarters shall be sufficiently
soundproofed, vibration—-proofed, drip-proofed, heat-proofed, and ventilated.

G The survey vessel shall be capable of accurately measuring the observation
position and seafloor topography during the survey cruise, and shall be provided
with appropriate sound and vibration proofing measures.

H A hydraulic winch with a depth counter display that can observe and take
water at a depth of 200 m shall be provided. In addition, there shall be a
hydraul ic winch dedicated for anchor winding.

I The vessel shall be equipped with a hydraulic crane (about 1 ton) capable
of raising and lowering observation equipment.

J In addition to the statutory navigational equipment, the vessel shall be
equipped with various navigational aids such as autopilot, DGPS navigational
equipment, electronic charting equipment, etc.

K Sufficient space on deck for the placement of observation equipment
brought on board and for various types of research and work.

L Education and research facilities: The vessel must be equipped with
observation equipment such as continuous surface observation systems (GPS,
multi-parameter water quality meters, fluorescence spectrometers), oceanic and
atmospheric observation equipment (ADCP, etc.), and equipment to support
seafloor and underwater observations (submarine acoustic positioning and
communication equipment, etc.).
