Meanwhile, Kagawa prefecture has the
lowest mortality rate among pregnant women
and newborns in the world by the efforts of

industry, academia and government. In

addition, Kagawa Prefecture is doing
advanced efforts utilizing ICT such as Remote 1, shodoshima by University research ship
medical care network "K-MIX", Remote
medical care by using videophone "Olive
nurse", Mobile fetus heart rate monitor “Mobile

CTG” and so on.

distinctive areas.

« In Tokyo, members learned government
policies and visited urban hospitals, etc. Remote medical care experience

- In lwate prefecture's mountainous area "Tono city" where it is difficult to go to the hospital
when snowing, the members learned remote medical care systems for improvement of

maternal health by using ICT.



+ In Kagawa prefecture, the members learned K-MIX, olive nurse, mobile CTG, etc., and
also learned about Prefectural policies, University researches, local-company’s activities.

Moreover visited local hospitals and so on.

Health Coverage" that enables all people to receive adequate quality health care services.
